COUNCIL MEETING

January 2, 2018
Mayor Fogle led Council and the public in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The invocation was given by Rev. Eric Bowman.  
Mayor Fogle called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Fogle; Councilmembers:  Scott Hurst, Sarah Copp, and Anthony Miller.  Also present were:  Manager Kline, Law Director Lenee Brosh, and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  Don Dohrman.
Mayor Fogle stated this is his last meeting as Mayor.  He stated he has been Mayor since September 2016.  Mr. Fogle stated it was a nice fifteen (15) months.  He stated he really enjoyed being Mayor.  Mr. Fogle stated the Stillwater Crossings development came to fruition and should be started in the next few months.  He stated Council and the citizens will be in good hands with Anthony Miller taking over as Mayor.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Ordinance CM-18-01
Ordinance CM-18-01 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND RESOLUTION CM-509, AS AMENDED BY RESOLUTION CM-1056, AS FURTHER AMENDED BY RESOLUTION CM-94-19, AND AS FURTHER AMENDED BY ORDINANCE CM-06-21; TO AMEND SECTION 150.256 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF WEST MILTON TITLED “TAX EXEMPTIONS FOR IMPROVEMENTS” TO RESTORE ABATEMENTS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION AND REMODELING OF RESIDENTIAL DWELLINGS.  The public hearing for Ordinance CM-18-01 will be held on Tuesday, January 23, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. in Council Chambers of the West Milton Municipal Building.

Manager Kline stated the Community Reinvestment Area (CRA) Program for West Milton was established in 1979.  He stated since the creation of the CRA Program it was revised in 1991, 1994, and 2006.  Manager Kline stated it was discovered that when it was sent to the printer it was not printed properly.  He stated everything Council has been doing for the Stillwater Crossing Development has included a four year (4) CRA and the overlay Tax Increment Financing (TIF).  Manager Kline stated the Stillwater Crossings developer cannot apply for money unless there is a CRA.

Resolution CM-18-02 adopted.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL 
Scott Fogle told Jason Tinnerman and Karen Grudich that it has been a pleasure working with them.  He stated he came on Council January 2012.  Mr. Fogle stated Mr. Tinnerman is always prepared and very involved.  He stated he is really going to miss Mr. Tinnerman.  Mr. Fogle stated to Ms. Grudich he hopes she is going to throw her hat in the ring for the open Council seat.  Ms. Grudich has been on Council for three (3) years.
Sarah Copp stated she is opening a new business in the old brick house.  The name of the business will be Revive It.  She stated it is restoration of furniture.
Mayor Miller thanked everyone for their support and well wishes.  He stated he is following some good leaders Jason Tinnerman and Scott Fogle.  Mayor Miller stated he thinks Council is going down a good path and moving forward.
Councilmember Hurst stated when he first joined Council and was brought up-to-date on all considered proposals for the Stillwater Crossings Development it was assumed that Residential Tax Abatements were a forgone conclusion.  He stated Council now has the opportunity or burden of putting the residential abatements back into the Charter; whereas before Council thought they had no choice in the matter.  Mr. Hurst stated Council must make some very tough decisions and shoulder the responsibility for all that transpires due to those decisions.  He stated now that the Councilmembers has this knowledge and responsibility they should consider looking at all of their options.  Mr. Hurst stated the Councilmembers know they only have two (2) chances to change the CRA Program.
