SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

January 23, 2018
Mayor Miller led Council and the public in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The invocation was given by Councilmember Copp.  
Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Sarah Copp, Scott Hurst, Scott Fogle, and Don Dohrman.  Also present were:  Manager Kline, Law Director Lenee Brosh, and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  None.
MOTION TO EXCUSE ABSENT COUNCILMEMBERS
Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to excuse Don Dohrman from the January 2, 2018, Council Meeting.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed with Land, Copp, Hurst, Fogle, and Mayor Miller voting yes.  Abstain:  Dohrman.  Absent:  None.
OPEN COUNCIL SEAT NOMINATION AND ADMINISTER OATH OF OFFICE
Scott Hurst made a motion, seconded by Scott Fogle to appoint Karen Grudich to the open Council seat.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.
Mayor Miller administered the Oath of Office to the new Councilmember Karen Grudich.

POLICE OFFICER OATH OF OFFICE
Manager Kline introduced and swore in Officer Jordan Guillozet as West Milton’s newest Police Officer.  Officer Guillozet is a 2012 graduate of Troy High School, has an Associates Degree in Criminal Justice from Edison State Community College, has served four years in the Air Force Reserves, and resides in West Milton with his wife and son.
COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

There were no comments from citizens at this time.
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Ordinance CM-18-01
Ordinance CM-18-01 was read by title only by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND RESOLUTION CM-509, AS AMENDED BY RESOLUTION CM-1056, AS FURTHER AMENDED BY RESOLUTION CM-94-19, AND AS FURTHER AMENDED BY ORDINANCE CM-06-21; TO AMEND SECTION 150.256 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF WEST MILTON TITLED “TAX EXEMPTIONS FOR IMPROVEMENTS” TO RESTORE ABATEMENTS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION AND REMODELING OF RESIDENTIAL DWELLINGS.  
Manager Kline stated this Ordinance re-establishes the Community Reinvestment Area (CRA) Program abatement for new residential construction. He stated the CRA Program is a four year abatement.
Scott Hurst thanked Manager Kline for taking the time to answer the many questions he had.  He stated it helped him understand the CRA Program better.

A lengthy discussion took place regarding whether to take out the 8 year abatement or leave it in.
Scott Hurst made a motion, seconded by Jason Land to amend Ordinance CM-18-01 by removing the following wording from Section II – Type of New Construction $250,000 and over – Abatement Length (Years) 8 – for Residential.  After a roll call vote, the motion failed with Land, Copp, Fogle, Dohrman, Grudich, and Mayor Miller voting no and Hurst voting yes.  

 Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to adopt Ordinance CM-18-01 as written.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed with Land, Copp, Fogle, Dohrman, Grudich, and Mayor Miller voting yes and Hurst voting no.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Ordinance CM-18-01 adopted.  

Resolution CM-18-03
Resolution CM-18-03 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION CM-18-02 A REVISED ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE WITH JOB CLASSIFICATIONS BY TITLE, STAFF LEVELS, AND ASSIGNED PAY GRADES WITH RANGES.  Scott Hurst made a motion, seconded by Sarah Copp to adopt Resolution CM-18-03.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-03 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this Resolution corrects a typographical error that Manager Kline created in the previous Resolution at the January 2, 2018, Council Meeting.  He stated he accidentally made the Lieutenant position a pay rate 5 instead of the proper pay rate 6.
Resolution CM-18-04
Resolution CM-18-04 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF A POLICE VEHICLE FOR THE WEST MILTON POLICE DIVISION.  Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Karen Grudich to adopt Resolution CM-18-04.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Resolution CM-18-04 adopted.

Manager Kline stated Lebanon Ford of Lebanon, Ohio, is the local state bid dealer.  He stated typically the Municipality of West Milton can experience a back order at this time of year so this would allow the Municipality to get into the que earlier than what February would allow.
Ordinance CM-18-05
Ordinance CM-18-05 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED BY THE DIRECTOR OF LAW.  The public hearing for Ordinance CM-18-05 will be held on Tuesday, February 13, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. in Council Chambers of the West Milton Municipal Building.

DISCUSSION:  CM-17-35 FRONT YARD PARKING
Manager Kline gave each Councilmember a copy of Legislation from the City of Westlake Ohio regarding the zoning code as to driveways to parking areas. Scott Fogle asked Manager Kline if he had any response from the letters he sent to citizens that have been parking in their front yards in West Milton.  Manager Kline stated he had not had any comments but most of the residents that were parking in their front yard had quit parking there.  He stated the Legislation the City of Westlake has is very detailed and would be good to go by.  Scott Hurst stated he wants to make sure the Ordinance regarding parking in front yards does not interfere with any other Ordinances.  It was the consensus of Council to use the City of West Lake’s Legislation to draw up an Ordinance for West Milton.
UPDATES
a) Ohio Municipal League (OML) Council Training
Manager Kline stated there is training for Council scheduled for Saturday, March 3, 2018.  He asked if any Councilmember are interested to let him know.

b) Next Council Meeting
Manager Kline stated photos of the new Council would be taken at the February 13, 2018, Council Meeting.  He also asked that each Councilmember check to see if they need to update their biography on-line.

c) Park Entrance Update
Manager Kline showed a photo of the Municipal Park entrance with the house torn down.  He stated Coate Construction did a great job.  Manager Kline stated the cost came in approximately twelve thousand ($12,000.00) dollars under budget.

d) Commercial for Website
Scott Fogle asked about the commercial that was done featuring West Milton that was to be posted on the Municipal website.  Manager Kline stated he will check on this and see about getting it posted to the website.

e) Codified Ordinances
Mayor Miller asked Manager Kline if the Codified Ordinances could be put on the Municipal website.  Manager Kline stated he is already checking on the cost of doing this.

f) Hometown Heroes Banners
Manager Kline stated the Municipality is accepting applications for the Hometown Heroes Banners.  He stated applications would be accepted until the first week of March 2018.  Manager Kline stated the cost of a banner and brackets is two hundred and ten ($210.00) dollars.
COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL 
Scott Fogle stated a new business will be opening in West Milton in the next couple of months.  He stated it will be located at 25 S. Miami Street and is a bulk food/health store.

Mayor Miller stated he has been asked to participate on an Advisory Board to the School Board.  He stated he will report back to Council as he has items to report.
COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Mr. John Bodiker of 107 Lowry Drive asked about the meter charge that is being added to the water bills.  He asked if it was paying for the refurbishing of the water towers, the pump station for the Stillwater Crossing Development, and items in the Municipal Park.  Mayor Miller explained the money is being used to refurbish the water towers; but the Stillwater Crossing Development pump station would be paid for with the Tax Increment Financing (TIF).  Mayor Miller stated no park items would be taken from the Water Fund.  
Mr. Bodiker asked what kind of sidewalk policy the Municipality of West Milton has.  He asked if property owners have to clean the snow from their walks.  Manager Kline stated anyone having a sidewalk is responsible for maintaining the sidewalk.  Mr. Kline stated as for the continuation of sidewalks it would be up to Council to decide on doing additional sidewalks in West Milton.
