COUNCIL MEETING

March 13, 2018
Mayor Miller led Council and the public in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The invocation was given by Rev. Robbie Scott of the Hoffman United Methodist Church.  
Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Scott Hurst, Scott Fogle, and Don Dohrman.  Also present were:  Manager Kline, Law Director Lenee Brosh, and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  Sarah Copp and Karen Grudich.
MOTION TO EXCUSE ABSENT COUNCILMEMBERS
Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to excuse Sarah Copp and Karen Grudich from the March 13, 2018, Council Meeting.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Copp and Grudich.
MINUTES

Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt the February 13, 2018, Council Meeting and the February 27, 2018, Special Council and Workshop Meeting Minutes.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Copp and Grudich.  Minutes adopted.

CORRESPONDENCE TO COUNCIL
Manager Kline stated he received a letter from Vectren Energy Delivery of Ohio, Inc. (VEDO) containing information about an application for a rate increase to be sent to the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (PUCO).  The letter states this is the first time in over ten (10) years since they have asked for a rate increase.  The letter also states in addition to requesting an increase in base rates, VEDO will also be requesting approval of an alternative rate plan.
Manager Kline stated the Mayor received a letter from the Ohio Casino Control Commission stating they have developed twenty-eight (28) new administrative rules regarding “games of skill amusement machines” and they will be conducting several educational seminars throughout the state.

Manager Kline stated the Miami County Auditor’s Office forwarded two (2) Agricultural District Applications for Council’s review.  He stated one of the properties is owned by Phillip Wilson located at 990 South Miami Street and is for 20.34 acres and the other property is owned by Tyrone Hissong located at 4320 St. Rt. 48 and is for 8.07 acres.  Manager Kline stated both of these applications have an original approval of 2008.  He stated these applications are for five-year renewals.  Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to accept the Agricultural District Applications as submitted.  A verbal vote was taken.  The motion passed with all I’s.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Copp and Grudich. 

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

David Clawson of 685 Winding Way asked about not being able to park his travel trailer beside his house on the grass.  Mr. Clawson stated it is his yard and he feels
he should be able to park in his yard in a good form.  Mayor Miller stated the intention of the legislation is to keep vehicles from detracting from the town.  Mayor Miller stated there are some residences who park in their front yards as their parking places rather than on the proper parking areas.  Scott Fogle stated travel trailers are to be parked in the back of the property or in the side yard on a hard surface.  He stated Council had several public hearings regarding the proper place to park travel trailers and vehicles.  Mayor Miller explained to Mr. Clawson the issue of where it is okay to park a travel trailer has already been addressed.  Manager Kline stated the parking in front yards are an issue when someone parks in the front yard for a week or more rather than just for a short period of time.
ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Ordinance CM-18-06
Ordinance CM-18-06 was read by title by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 76.04:  PARKING PROHIBITIONS, AND SECTION 152.19 STREET DRIVEWAY ENTRANCES OF THE WEST MILTON CODE OF ORDINANCES.  Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Ordinance CM-18-06.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed with Hurst, Fogle, Dohrman, and Mayor Miller voting yes and Land voting no.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: Copp and Grudich.  Ordinance CM-18-06 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this prohibits and limits the front yard area for parking a vehicle.  He stated this Ordinance defines in detail the allowable types of driveways a residence may have.

Resolution CM-18-09
Resolution CM-18-09 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION TO AWARD A CONTRACT FOR THE 2018 RESURFACING PROGRAM.  Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Jason Land to adopt Resolution CM-18-09.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: Copp and Grudich.  Resolution CM-18-09 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is to resurface Forest Avenue and Yount Road.  He stated they would be bidding out the micro-surfacing later this spring.  
Resolution CM-18-10
Resolution CM-18-10 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO RENEW INSURANCE WITH THE OHIO MUNICIPAL JOINT SELF-INSURANCE POOL.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-10.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: Copp and Grudich.  Resolution CM-18-10 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this legislation is to re-new the professional liability, property, and vehicle insurance.  He stated the Municipality has been insured with the Ohio Municipal Joint Insurance Pool for nearly thirty (30) years.  Manager Kline stated this is legislation authorizing the Municipality to continue with coverage for another three (3) years.  He stated the Municipality has had excellent service with the Pool and have been updated on some newer values and some additional equipment.  Manager Kline stated the Municipality is seeing about a two percent (2%) increase from the previous year’s costs.
Resolution CM-18-11
Resolution CM-18-11 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO APPLY FOR, ACCEPT, AND ENTER INTO A COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT FOR THE REFURBISHING OF THE SOUTH WATER TOWER BETWEEN THE MUNICIPALITY OF WEST MILTON AND THE OHIO WATER DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY.  Scott Hurst made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to adopt Resolution CM-18-11.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: Copp and Grudich.  Resolution CM-18-11 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is legislation authorizing him to apply for an OWDA loan for the South Tower.  He stated he does not anticipate anything changing with the rate or term on the loan from the one just taken out for refurbishing the North Tower.  Mayor Miller asked when the work would start on the South Tower.  Manager Kline stated the temperature outside has to be at least 50 degrees, so when the weather breaks.  Don Dohrman asked if the Water Study came back showing we would need the South Tower in order to do the Stillwater Crossing Development.  Manager Kline stated the Water Study is not complete but it does show the South Tower is needed.
MUNICIPAL MANAGER
a) Tax Day Dates
Manager Kline stated the Cleveland Collection Agency (CCA) will be offering three (3) days to help West Milton residents file their Municipal Taxes for 2017.  Manager Kline stated taxpayers can attend any of the dates.  He gave the list of dates and times.  Anyone wanting to set an appointment to have their Municipal Taxes filled out should call 937-227-1359 to schedule an appointment.
b) Hometown Heroes
Manager Kline stated orders for this year’s Hometown Hero Banners closed on Friday, March 9, 2018.  He stated another 38 banners will be added to the already 144 that we currently have.  Manager Kline stated Ben Herron’s crew will be putting the banners up in May 2018.
c) Stillwater Crossings Update
Manager Kline stated the creation of the new legal lots for the Stillwater Crossings Development has been started.  He stated the final plan for the Stillwater Crossing Development is about 95% completed.  He stated the final plan is the carving out of final plats.  Manager Kline stated they are reviewing the plan and are sending back comments and adjustment recommendations.  He stated this is a critical step in the full process so each new property can be recorded at the County and land contracts can be signed along with guaranteed payments, which is necessary for the sale of the bonds.  Manager Kline stated the Planning Board will have the information ready for approval at their April 4, 2018, meeting and Council should have them by the March 27, 2018, Council Workshop Meeting for review and then they should be ready for Council’s approval at the April 10, 2018, Council Meeting.  He stated things are progressing nicely and believes the developer is anticipating going to the bond market sometime in May 2018, and having a groundbreaking by June 2018.  
d) Other Business Updates
Manager Kline stated he has received a number of phone calls and e-mails asking about the former Dollar General building, Mr. Deal’s building, and the car wash.  He stated he could only say for certain that an O’Reilly’s Auto Parts store has purchased the former Dollar General building.  Manager Kline stated many bays at the car wash located in West Milton do not work.  He stated the car wash has been purchased and the new owners are working to make the car wash operational again.  Manager Kline stated as far as the Mr. Deal’s building all he knows is there is a Sale Pending sign at that location.
e) Marmee’s Pantry

Manager Kline stated Marmee’s Pantry opened on Saturday, March 10, 2018.  He stated the Health Department asked her if she had a mop sink and a slop sink.  Manager Kline stated she was originally told she did not need the mop and slop sinks.  He stated that the Health Department is now telling her she needs a slop sink and a three (3) bay sink; therefore she will be closed until the sinks have been put in.  Manager Kline stated she hopes to reopen within two (2) weeks.  He stated she wanted everyone to know there was nothing major wrong.

f) Workshop Meeting –

A Council Workshop Meeting will be held on Tuesday, March 27, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. in Council Chambers of the West Milton Municipal Building. 

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL 
Mayor Miller stated the Meet the Candidate Night will be hosted by Union Township (Miami County) on April 18, 2018, at 6:00 p.m.  Each candidate will have two (2) minutes to address the audience. He stated questions can be submitted by voters.  Mayor Miller encouraged all citizens to attend this meeting.
Mayor Miller stated Milton Union High School is hosting a Mental Health Program on March 26, 2018, at the middle school gym from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

Mayor Miller encouraged drivers to watch out for school bus safety.

Scott Fogle stated Jack Skudmore will be leading the Fourth of July Celebration for 2018.  He stated there is a need for someone to man the PA system in the park.  Mr. Fogle stated the festival will be going on for six days so help will be needed for the entire time.  He stated anyone wanting to man the PA system please let them know.
