COUNCIL MEETING

April 10, 2018
Mayor Miller led Council and the public in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The invocation was given by Rev. Steven Gellatly of the Good Shepherd Lutheran Church.  
Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Sarah Copp, Scott Hurst, Scott Fogle, Don Dohrman, and Karen Grudich.  Also present were:  Manager Kline, Law Director Lenee Brosh, and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  None.
MOTION TO EXCUSE ABSENT COUNCILMEMBERS
There were no Councilmembers absent at this time.

MINUTES

Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt the March 13, 2018, Council Meeting and the March 27, 2018, Special Council and Workshop Meeting Minutes.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Minutes adopted.

CORRESPONDENCE TO COUNCIL
Manager Kline stated he received a letter from the Ohio Department of Liquor Control stating there is an application of transfer of the liquor license from the West Milton Food Mart, Inc. to a new company called the West Milton Stop & Go, Inc. dba the West Milton Shell.  He stated the new owner’s name is Lakhwinder Cheema and the Police Department finds no reason to object to the transfer.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Sarah Copp that a hearing not be requested on the transfer of liquor license from the West Milton Food Mart, Inc. to the West Milton Stop & Go, Inc. dba the West Milton Shell.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.

There were no comments from citizens at this time.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Resolution CM-18-12
Resolution CM-18-12 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE FINAL PLAN AND SUBSEQUENT LOT SPLITS FOR PHASE ONE OF THE STILLWATER CROSSINGS DEVELOPMENT.  Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Sarah Copp to adopt Resolution CM-18-12.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-12 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this Resolution is the acceptance of the Final Plan for the first phase of the Stillwater Crossings Development.  He stated the Final Plan for the development must conform as closely as possible to the Preliminary Plan.  Manager Kline stated the acceptance of the Final Plan is authorizing the actual lot splits from the original one hundred (100) acres into buildable, saleable lots.  He stated the Planning Board has reviewed and accepted the plan.  Manager Kline showed a map of the Stillwater Crossings Development showing that Rachel Ann Boulevard brings you to the first phase.  He gave additional information regarding the drawings that was displayed.  Manager Kline stated approving the lot splits makes it where the developer has something to sell to individuals.   This split has the commercial lots and the first forty-one (41) residential and multi-family (assisted living) lots.
Resolution CM-18-13
Resolution CM-18-13 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO CONTRACT WITH CHOICE-ONE ENGINEERING FOR THE DESIGN OF THE SANITARY SEWER SYSTEM TO CONNECT THE VILLAGE OF LUDLOW FALLS.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to adopt Resolution CM-18-13.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-13 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this legislation will start a year-long work of designing the Ludlow Falls Sewer System in anticipation of acquiring a Permit to Install (PTI) from the Ohio EPA.  He stated two hundred and fifty thousand ($250,000) dollars has been budgeted for this project.  Manager Kline stated the contracted amount is for two hundred thirty-nine thousand ($239,000) dollars.  He stated the Miami Valley Regional Planning Authority (MVRPA) did a study and determined Ludlow Falls sewer systems were failing and needed to be run through West Milton’s system.  He gave information as to the process of getting a grant and then what is done following being awarded a grant.  Manager Kline stated there are three (3) grants available to pay for the Ludlow Falls Sewer System upgrade, as well as Ludlow Falls will be paying some and the Municipality of West Milton will be paying some.  Mayor Miller asked if adding Ludlow Falls to West Milton’s Sewer System would tax the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Manager Kline stated no.   
MUNICIPAL MANAGER
a) Fire Truck Purchase
Manager Kline stated there is a strong need to replace the current Fire Department ladder truck as it is having reliability issues.  He stated the Fire Department was able to locate and inspect a good used 2009 Pierce Arrow Ladder Truck for four hundred seventy-five thousand ($475,000) dollars.  Manager Kline stated a new one would cost approximately one million and a half ($1,500,000) dollars.  He stated he and the Finance Director wired a twenty thousand ($20,000) dollar deposit to hold the truck while putting a plan together for financing the truck.  Manager Kline gave information as to what the interest rate and term of the loan would potentially be.  He stated Minister Bank is offering a 4.25% interest rate for a term of ten (10) years; the payments would be just over twenty-five thousand ($25,000) dollars a year. 
Scott Hurst made a motion, seconded by Jason Land that it is in the best interest of the Municipality of West Milton to waive the formal bidding process for the purchase of the used 2009 Pierce Arrow Fire Truck due to its special nature and the Municipality’s inability to conduct a formal bidding process that would benefit the Municipality as required in Section 33.18(9) of the Municipal Code.  After a voice vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL 
Mayor Miller stated Union Township will be hosting a Meet the Candidate Night event at the Municipal Building on Wednesday, April 18, 2018, at 6:00 p.m.  He stated two students from Mr. Grafflin’s Senior Honor’s Government Class will be sharing in the MC duties.  Manager Kline stated ten (10) candidates have confirmed their participation.
Mayor Miller stated Union Township will be offering a free paper shredding service on Saturday, April 21, 2018, from 9:00 a.m. to noon at their Markley road location.  He stated because the date was initially listed incorrectly Union Township will be accepting paper on Friday, April 20, 2018.  They will store it and shred it on Saturday, April 21, 2018.

Mayor Miller stated the Village of West Milton will be hosting an Open House on Monday, May 14, 2018, at the Municipal Building at 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  He stated the following events have been scheduled:
