COUNCIL WORKSHOP MEETING

April 24, 2018
Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Sarah Copp (came into the meeting at 7:53 p.m.), Scott Hurst, Scott Fogle, Don Dohrman, and Karen Grudich.  Also present were:  Manager Kline, Ben Herron, and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  None.
STREET LEVY RENEWAL
Manager Kline stated the Street Levy is up this year and needs to be renewed.  He stated he assumes it will be for the 3m levy as before.  Manager Kline stated it is too late to put the Street Levy renewal on the May 2018 primary election ballot, but needs to be placed on the November 2018 election ballot.  
STREET PAVING
Manager Kline stated some streets that need to be paved in 2018 are not high profile streets.  He stated a third street may need to be paved and suggested it be Main Street from Hayes Street to Market Street.  Ben Herron stated St. Rt. 48 (South Miami Street) has linear cracking and stated he is not sure it would be good to do micro-surfacing on this street.  Mr. Herron stated the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) will be paving North Miami Street and St. Rt. 571, which is Hayes Street. He gave information as to what would have to be done for a third street in 2018 and gave information on streets that would need to be paved in 2019.  
Scott Fogle asked if Fox’s Pizza Den, Dr. Clifton Poling’s office, Wertz, and the Pearson House by the sun tanning place be forced to fix their parking lots.  Manager Kline stated he is checking this with the Law Director.  
Sarah Copp came into the meeting at 7:53 p.m.
SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER
Manager Kline stated he met with representatives from the Milton-Union High School regarding the Municipality of West Milton supplying the school with a School Resource Officer.  He stated the meeting went well.  Manager Kline stated he has received an email to proceed with putting together a Memorandum of Understanding for the school representatives’ review.
WATER MODEL STUDY
Manager Kline stated the Water Model Study was completed but the test results were not good.  He stated there were two (2) or three (3) valves that was broke or shut off.  Manager Kline stated after several weeks of work the valves are open and up and running fully pressurized.  He stated a change order needs to be done to have some of the testing redone due to the original data not being accurate because of the broken and shut off valves.  Manager Kline stated the cost would be eight thousand ($8,000.00) dollars to do the retesting; but will give more accurate information to let the Municipality know what needs to be done for the Stillwater Crossings Development.  He stated the original testing let them find out what was wrong with the system and how to plan for the future.
SMALL CELL TOWER
Manager Kline gave Council a handout from Tipp City regarding a Resolution to Designate Certain Subdivisions and Other Areas Solely for Underground Utilities within the Public Right-of-Ways and a handout titled Design Guidelines:  An Essential Tool to Address the Impact of Small Cells in the Right-of-Way for their review.  
OHIO MUNICIPAL LEAGUE (OML)
Manager Kline stated the OML would be having a summer conference and asked Councilmembers to let him know if they would like to attend.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL

Don Dohrman asked about the part of Stillwater Street that does not have walks.  He stated maybe something could be done to get sidewalks in that area in the future.
