Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

MOTION TO EXCUSE ABSENT COUNCILMEMBERS
There were no Councilmembers absent at this time.

MINUTES

Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt the April 10, 2018, Council Meeting and the April 24, 2018, Workshop Meeting Minutes.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Minutes adopted.

CORRESPONDENCE TO COUNCIL
Manager Kline stated he received a letter from the Secretary of State stating Tuesday, May 8, 2018, was the primary election.  He stated the letter was received today.  
COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Emergency Ordinance CM-18-14
Emergency Ordinance CM-18-14 was introduced by Council and ready by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPALITY OF WEST MILTON, OHIO, TO ENTER INTO A LOAN AGREEMENT WITH MINSTER BANK TO BORROW MONEY IN ORDER TO FINANCE THE PURCHASE OF A 2009 PIERCE ARROW XT PUMPER FOR THE WEST MILTON FIRE DEPARTMENT AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.  Scott Hurst made a motion, seconded by Sarah Copp to adopt Emergency Ordinance CM-18-14 as read.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Emergency Ordinance CM-18-14 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is the Ordinance authorizing a loan for the purchase of the 2009 Pierce Arrow XT Pumper for the West Milton Fire Department.  He stated there will be a Resolution later to finalize the purchase of the Pumper.  Manager Kline stated the loan will be with Minster Bank and this will allow the Municipality to lock in a lower interest rate.
Resolution CM-18-15
Resolution CM-18-15 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE INTENTION TO PROCEED UNDER THE ALTERNATIVE TAX DOCUMENT FORMAT PROVIDED UNDER SECTION 5705.281 OF THE OHIO REVISED CODE.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-15.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-15 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is the first of two required pieces of legislation that starts the Tax Budget process.  He stated it is an Alternative Tax Document, which is more or less a housekeeping item required by the Ohio Revised Code (ORC0 in regard to the property tax portion of local revenues.

Ordinance CM-18-16
Ordinance CM-18-16  was introduced by Council and ready by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE DECLARING IT NECESSARY TO RENEW AN EXISTING TAX LEVY FOR THE GENERAL CONSTRUCTION, RECONSTRUCTION, RESURFACING AND REPAIR OF THE STREETS WITHIN THE MUNICIPALITY, INCLUDING THE STORM SEWERS INCIDENT THERETO AND REQUESTING THE MIAMI COUNTY AUDITOR TO CERTIFY THE TOTAL CURRENT TAX VALUATION OF THE VILLAGE AND THE DOLLAR AMOUNT OF RVENUE THAT WOULD BE GENERATED BY THE RENEWAL LEVY.  The public hearing for Ordinance CM-18-16 will be held on Tuesday, May 22, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. in the Municipal Building.
Manager Kline stated this is the first reading of an Ordinance that directs the Miami County Auditor to certify the valuation of West Milton for the renewal Street Levy.  He stated the new levy was passed by the West Milton voters in November 2013 and runs for a five-year period.  Manager Kline stated the West Milton Charter requires an Ordinance to be passed before the Street Levy can be placed on the November Election Ballot.  He stated once certification is received from the Miami County Auditor a Resolution will need to be passed to actually place the renewal levy on the November ballot.  Manager Kline stated this is a renewal levy not a replacement levy.  Mayor Miller thanked Ben Herron and the Municipal employees for doing seventeen (17) streets in the last four years.  
Resolution CM-18-18
Resolution CM-18-18 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO APPROVE A CHANGE ORDER TO THE CONTRACT WITH FTC&H ENGINEERING FOR A WATER MODEL STUDY OF THE WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM.  Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Sarah Copp to adopt Resolution CM-18-18.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-18 adopted.

Manager Kline stated the Water Model Study was completed but the test results were not good.  He stated there were two (2) or three (3) valves that was broke or shut off.  Manager Kline stated after several weeks of work the valves are open and up and running fully pressurized.  He stated a change order needs to be done to have some of the testing redone due to the original data not being accurate because of the broken and shut off valves.  Manager Kline stated the cost would be eight thousand ($8,000.00) dollars to do the retesting; but will give more accurate information to let the Municipality know what needs to be done for the Stillwater Crossings Development.  He stated the original testing let them find out what was wrong with the system and how to plan for the future.

Resolution CM-18-19
Resolution CM-18-19 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO APPROVE AN EMERGENCY EXPENDITURE FOR THE COMPUTER AND OTHER APPURTENANCES FOR THE WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM.  Sarah Copp made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to adopt Resolution CM-18-19.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-19 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this Resolution acknowledges and post-authorizes the emergency expenditures to the Water Distribution System that needed to be done in March of 2018.  He stated he kept Council apprised of the situation as it was happening.  Manager Kline stated a few months ago the South Water Tower overflowed.  He stated no one was hurt or no property damage occurred.  Manager Kline stated the system is an automated system that runs 365 days 24 hours a day.  He stated someone had to be at the North Tower around the clock to make sure the system was running until it was fixed.  Manager Kline stated the system is now fixed. 
Resolution CM-18-20
Resolution CM-18-20 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION TO CONTINUE PARTICIPATION IN A MULTI-JURSIDICTIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE MIAMI COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY.  Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Karen Grudich to adopt Resolution CM-18-20.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-20 adopted.

Ben Herron stated Miami County has a good mitigation team.  He stated they meet ever-so-often to look at any areas that might be at a high risk and look to see what weaknesses there might be and how to fix them.  Mr. Herron stated they are an extremely helpful and qualified group.  This is for the Miami County Haz-Mat Emergency Plan.

Resolution CM-18-21
Resolution CM-18-21 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO CONTRACT WITH INTERSTATE GAS SUPPLY, INC (IGS) FOR ELECTRICITY SUPPLY TO MUNICIPAL PROPERTIES.   Sarah Copp made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-21.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: None.  Resolution CM-18-21 adopted.

Manager Kline stated the electric rates are market driven.  He stated the Municipality was able to lock in rates with no change to the contract.  Manager Kline stated the Municipality has an opportunity to reduce the power rate effective June 2018.
