Resolution CM-18-17
Resolution CM-18-17 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh,

Resolution CM-18-24
Resolution CM-18-24 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE SUBMISSION OF AN ALTERNATIVE TAX DOCUMENT FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2019.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-24.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent: Dohrman.  Resolution CM-18-24 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this Resolution is for the Alternative Tax Document and is the second housekeeping item required by the Ohio Revised Code (ORC) regarding the property tax portion of local revenues.
MUNICIPAL MANAGER
a) Small Cell Tower Legislation
Manager Kline stated he and Law Director Brosh have been working to create legislation for the small cell tower restrictions.  He stated he hopes to have it ready for the June 26, 2018, Council Workshop Meeting for Council’s review.  Manager Kline stated the legislation will need to be an Ordinance; but believes Council can combine both the underground designations along with the new chapter in West Milton’s Codified Ordinances.  He stated according to State law this legislation must be in place prior to July 31, 2018.  Manager Kline stated the City of Union has the easiest legislation to understand regarding small cell towers.  It was the consensus of Council to hold a Special Council Meeting on June 26, 2018, to discuss this item of business.
b) WMUT Reminder
Manager Kline stated the WMUT Meeting will be held Wednesday, June 13, 2018, starting at 6:00 p.m.  He stated Milton-Union Schools will be the host.
c) American Legion Post #487
Manager Kline congratulated Al Daum for being the Grand Marshall for the Fourth of July Festival.  He also stated the American Legion Post #487 will be celebrating Flag Day on Thursday, June 14, 2018.  A ceremony will be held at Fayevores.
d) Special Council and Workshop Meeting –

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL 
Scott Fogle stated Steve Applegate has taken the lead for the Fourth of July Festival for 2018.  He stated there will be carnival rides starting on June 29, 2018.  Mr. Fogle stated there would be food vendors on the Fourth of July, things for the children to do, and behind Kroplin’s Jewelry Store and the Pearson House the Rock Dogs Band will have a live singer and they will be playing music from the 70s and 80s, as well as many other activities.

Karen Grudich stated the first Farmers’ Market was held on June 9, 2018, from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  She stated there will be kids’ days on Saturday, June 30, 2018, and July 28, 2018.  The cost to participate in the Farmers’ Market is twenty-five ($25.00) dollars for the entire 2018 season. 
Sarah Copp stated the Free the Mind/Anchor the Soul 5K Run/Walk will be held on July 4, 2018, at 9:00 a.m.  She stated it is being held to raise awareness for suicide prevention and funds for The Bryce Warner Scholarship Fund.  Registration ends June 29, 2018, at 11:59 p.m.

Sarah Copp stated a resident living on Washington Street has complained that traffic flies down the street.  She stated the gentleman asked if a speed bump could be put on Washington Street.  Manager Kline will look into this.
Sarah Copp stated she spoke with Lacy Reed regarding high grass on some properties located within West Milton.  She stated maybe this should be looked into to see if there is a little more direct way to get information to the owners with high grass so it does not take so long to get yards mowed.  It was decided Council would have a Grass Ordinance discussion at the June 26, 2018, Council Workshop Meeting.
Mayor Miller stated the Ohio Municipal League will be holding a Small Cell Infrastructure Right-of-Way Seminar if any of Council is interested in attending.
