AN ORDINANCE CREATING CHAPTER 160 TO THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF WEST MILTON TITLED SMALL CELL FACILITIES AND WIRELESS SUPPORT STRUCTURES AND DESIGNATING CERTAIN AREAS AS STRICTLY FOR UNDERGROUND OR BURIED UTILITIES.  The public hearing for Ordinance CM-18-25 will be held on Tuesday, July 24, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. in Council Chambers of the West Milton Municipal Building. 
Manager Kline stated this is the Ordinance which regulates the Small Cell Towers in the right-of-way.  He stated it designates the areas which are strictly for underground utilities.  Manager Kline showed photos of how these small cell towers could look.  He stated most Municipalities in the state of Ohio are doing an Ordinance like this one.  Manager Kline stated he wants to prevent these small towers as much as possible.  He also explained Exhibit A and Exhibit B attached to Ordinance CM-18-25.
