Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Sarah Copp, Scott Hurst, Scott Fogle, Don Dohrman, and Karen Grudich.  Also present were:  Manager Kline, Law Director Lenee Brosh, and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  None.
MOTION TO EXCUSE ABSENT COUNCILMEMBERS
Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Jason Land to excuse Sarah Copp and Scott Fogle from the July 24, 2018, Special Council and Workshop Meeting.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed with Land, Copp, Hurst, Dohrman, Grudich, and Mayor Miller voting yes.  Abstain:  Fogle.  Absent:  None.
MINUTES

Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to adopt the July 10, 2018, Council Meeting and the July 24, 2018, Special Council and Workshop Meeting Minutes.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Minutes adopted.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Resolution CM-18-26
Resolution CM-18-26 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO CONTRACT WITH ANTHEM FOR EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE.  

Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Sarah Copp to adopt Resolution CM-18-26.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Resolution CM-18-26 adopted.
Manager Kline stated this is an annual Resolution authorizing the renewal of the employee healthcare contract with Anthem Healthcare Insurance.  He stated there was an increase of approximately 12%.

Resolution CM-18-27
Resolution CM-18-27 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO CONTRACT WITH HORIZON BROTHERS PAINTING FOR PAINTING OF THE SOUTH WATER TOWER.  Don Dohrman made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-27.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Resolution CM-18-27 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is the Resolution authorizing the contract for Horizon Brothers to paint and refurbish the South Water Tower.  He stated work was completed two weeks ago.  Manager Kline stated it was just an oversite on Horizon Brothers and his part, because no one realized the contract had not been signed.  He stated he called all members of Council to explain and apologize.  Manager Kline showed before and after photos of the South Water Tower. 

Resolution CM-18-28
Resolution CM-18-28 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION TO CERTIFY DELINQUENT WATER, SEWER, AND REFUSE ACCOUNTS, AND COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH REMOVAL OF GRASS, WEEDS, LITTER, AND TREES TO THE MIAMI COUNTY AUDITOR FOR COLLECTION.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-28.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Resolution CM-18-28 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is the annual Resolution certifying delinquent utility accounts and high grass removal work performed on properties within the Municipality by Municipal employees.  He stated this information is filed with the County Auditor’s Office who in turn puts a tax lien on the property owners for not paying for the services rendered by the Municipality.  Manager Kline stated Finance Director Grise will be sending out letters notifying the property owners if they do not pay for the services by September 10, 2018, it will then be send to the County Auditor for assessment against their property.
Emergency Ordinance CM-18-29
Emergency Ordinance CM-18-29 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE ENACTING AND ADOPTING A SUPPLEMENT TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE MUNICIPALITY OF WEST MILTON AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.  Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to adopt Emergency Ordinance CM-18-29.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Emergency Ordinance CM-18-29 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is the Ordinance officially enacting and accepting changes made by the state legislature and incorporating them into our Code of Ordinances.  
Jason Land asked if this Ordinance had to be an emergency.  Law Director Brosh stated the Codified Ordinance books cannot be updated until this Ordinance has been passed.  She recommended doing the Ordinance as an emergency.
MUNICIPAL MANAGER
a) Free Movie in the Park
Manager Kline stated there will be a free movie in the park on Saturday, August 18, 2018, at 9:00 p.m.  He stated refreshments will be available for purchase, including treats from Kona Ice.  Manager Kline stated all proceeds from the refreshment sales will go to benefit the Fourth of July Festival Committee.
b) Fall Fling Car Show
Manager Kline stated the Fall Fling Car Show will be held on Saturday, September 22, 2018, starting around 3:00 p.m. and will run until dark.  He stated Brain Tomlison is the organizer of the car show.
c) Recycling Updates
Manager Kline stated in the past over 90% of our recyclables were going to China.  He stated earlier this year China decided they do not want the recyclables anymore and there are containers floating in the Pacific Ocean waiting to be sold.  Manager Kline stated Waste Management is drowning in recyclables.  He stated this could be a problem in the future.  Manager Kline stated citizens can visit the Municipality’s website for additional information.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS

Lauren Bowen from the Ohio State Treasurer’s Office stated there are 3,962 local governments in Ohio.  She stated they are working to coordinate an effort to make all records public.  Ms. Bowen stated she would like to work with the Municipality of West Milton to get West Milton’s information uploaded to their site.  Mayor Miller stated the website for the Municipality is in the process of being updated and additional information uploaded to the Municipality’s website.  Ms. Bowen stated if the Municipality’s information is uploaded then anyone can go to westmilton.ohiocheckbook.com to see the information.  She stated there is no fee to be a part of their website.  Ms. Bowen stated the information can be removed at any time should Council not want to participate in the future.  She also stated changes can be made at any time to the information uploaded. 

Rev. Peters stated Council did a good job.
