Scott Hurst made a motion, seconded by Don Dohrman to excuse Scott Fogle from the August 28, 2018, Council Workshop Meeting.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed with Land, Copp, Hurst, Dohrman, Grudich, and Mayor Miller voting yes.  Abstain:  Fogle.  Absent:  None.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Ordinance CM-18-30
Ordinance CM-18-30 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE “OFFICIAL ZONING MAP OF WEST MILTON” AS ADOPTED BY CHAPTER 150.006 OF THE WEST MILTON CODE OF ORDINANCES.  The public hearing for Ordinance CM-18-30 will be held on Tuesday, October 9, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. in the Municipal Building.
Manager Kline stated this is for the rezoning of a 1.25 acre tract of land at the southeast corner of South Miami Street and Frederick Garland Road.  He stated surrounding property owners within three hundred (300’) feet were notified of the Planning Board Meeting.  Manager Kline stated there will be a public hearing at the October 9, 2018, Council Meeting and letters will again be sent to surrounding property owners within three hundred (300’) feet notifying them of the public hearing.
Resolution CM-18-31
Resolution CM-18-31 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO 
PURCHASE REAL ESTATE ON BEHALF OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF WEST MILTON.  Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-31.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  None.  Resolution CM-18-31 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is a Resolution authorizing the purchase of property located at 28 Lowry Drive owned by Long and Associates. He stated it is a large space and should meet the Municipality’s needs when the quarters in the Municipal Building become too tight.  Manager Kline stated he would like to have Sharp Conway Architects do a study to show ways to utilize the space for future needs.  He stated in the meantime the space could be rented to a business looking for space in West Milton to grow their business.  Scott Fogle asked if there are any grants available to help with the purchase and future needs of the building.  Manager Kline stated not to purchase but there may be grants available in the future for refurbishing the building for maybe a Police Department.  He stated at the request of the owners eighty thousand ($80,000.00) dollars will be paid the day of closing which will be the first full week in November and the remaining one hundred thousand ($100,000.00) dollars will be due on January 4, 2019.  Manager Kline stated since interest rates are still low it might be a good idea to do a short-term loan for three (3) years for fifty thousand ($50,000.00) dollars.  He stated this would make the payments less than eighteen thousand ($18,000.00) dollars for years 2020 thru 2022. 
MUNICIPAL MANAGER
a) Miami Street Updates
Manager Kline stated the final paving for Miami Street has been completed.  He stated there are some minor things to be completed such as concrete work, water box alignments, etc.  Manager Kline stated the thermal stops at the main intersection is supposed to be completed by Friday, September 14, 2018.  He stated the parking and crosswalk thermal will be completed next week.  Manager Kline explained that Super Pave was supposed to be used at the St. Rt. 48 and St. Rt. 571 intersection; but it was discovered the incorrect materials were used.  He stated it had to be reworked and hopefully the intersection will be stripped by Friday also.  Manager Kline stated they will be working to get the lights looped at the intersection on Wednesday, September 19, 2018.  
b) 9/11 Memory Ride
Manager Kline stated the annual motorcycle ride honoring the fallen of 9/11 will be held on Sunday, September 16, 2018.  He stated the parade route through West Milton will be coming west on St. Rt. 571 across the bridge into town and turning onto South Miami Street and heading south out of town.  Manager Kline stated there will be both Police and Fire escorts through town.  He stated it is anticipated they will be here around or by 3:00 p.m.
c) Fall Fling Car Show
Manager Kline stated the Fall Fling Car Show will be held on Saturday, September 22, 2018, starting around 3:00 p.m. and will run until dark.  
d) 2019 Budget
Manager Kline stated there will be a Budget Committee Meeting on Tuesday, September 18, 2018, at 6:00 p.m.  The Budget Committee will give a full update to all of Council at the Tuesday, September 25, 2018, Council Workshop Meeting.

Scott Fogle asked about the work being done on the bridge on St. Rt. 571.  Manager Kline stated the abutments were being redone and the bridge would be raised up a little.  He stated work will also be done underneath the bridge.  Manager Kline stated the bridge was built in 1984 and nothing has been done to it since it was built.
Scott Fogle asked how the sidewalk work was progressing.  Manager Kline stated essentially the sidewalk work is completed with the exception of just a few things.
