Ordinance CM-18-30
Ordinance CM-18-30 was read by title only by Law Director Brosh, 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE “OFFICIAL ZONING MAP OF WEST MILTON” AS ADOPTED BY CHAPTER 150.006 OF THE WEST MILTON CODE OF ORDINANCES.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Ordinance CM-18-30.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Copp and Fogle.  Ordinance CM-18-30 adopted.

Manager Kline stated this is for the rezoning of a 1.25 acre tract of land at the southeast corner of South Miami Street and Frederick Garland Road.  He stated surrounding property owners within three hundred (300’) feet were notified of the public hearing.  Manager Kline stated the Planning Board approved the rezoning.  He stated Gary and Susan Fryman want to build a home on this property.  Mayor Miller stated Council is pleased they want to stay in West Milton.  There were no questions or comments from citizens.  Manager Kline stated the property will be zoned R-1 in ten (10) days.

After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Copp and Fogle.  Resolution CM-18-32 adopted.

Manager Kline explained what a Storz Fitting is and how it works.  He stated it unifies all hydrants the same with the hoses.  Allowing for improved speed and efficiency.
Ordinance CM-18-33
Ordinance CM-18-33 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE 2018 APPROPRIATIONS.  The public hearing for Ordinance CM-18-33 will be held on Tuesday, November 13, 2018, at 7:30 p.m. in the Municipal Building.
Manager Kline stated each year they try not to have to do an Appropriations Ordinance; but each year they end up needing one.  He gave information as to the reasons for needing to amend the 2018 Appropriations.  One of the things causing changes in the 2018 Appropriations is the Stillwater Crossings Development.  Manager Kline stated there was a Stillwater Crossings meeting today and a medical building has agreed to be a part of the project.  He explained the process. 
Manager Kline stated another item causing changes to the 2018 Appropriations is the need to have a new credit card company work with the Municipality for water bills.  He stated the Municipality will be working with PSN now and they are a better company with more benefits to help the citizens with water payments.  There were some software support upgrades at an additional cost for everything to communicate with each other.
Resolution CM-18-34
Resolution CM-18-34 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh,

After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Copp and Fogle.  Resolution CM-18-34 adopted.

Chief Denny Frantz stated the fire truck is from Texas Fire Trucks LTD.  He stated they travelled to Texas and looked at the truck.  Chief Frantz stated it is a good truck and was at a good price.  He stated they hope to have the truck by next month.  Chief Frantz stated it will be replacing the 1989 Gumman Ariel Cat that has hydraulic leaks and failed the drift.  He stated the 1989 is top heavy.  Chief Frantz thanked Council for approving the purchase of the 2009 Pierce Arrow XT Pumper for the West Milton Fire Division.

Manager Kline stated Resolution CM-18-35 authorizes the sale of the 1989 Gumman Ariel Cat.
Resolution CM-18-36

A RESOLUTION TO AWARD A CONTRACT FOR THE RESURFACING OF A PORTION OF LOWRY DRIVE.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-18-36.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Copp and Fogle.  Resolution CM-18-36 adopted.

Manager Kline stated in the winter ice builds up on this street because of the number of sum pumps releasing water into the street causing a safety hazard.  He stated there is no storm sewer to speak of in the street to take the water away.  Manager Kline stated Ben Herron did exhaustive research and created a plan to add several lines of storm pipe to take away the water.  He stated four street wide cuts were necessary along with catch basin and curb repairs.  Manager Kline stated once the work was completed and temporary gravel added he and Mr. Herron concluded the street needed to be replaced properly.  He stated the asphalt top coat is brittle and crumbling away.  Manager Kline thanked Mr. Herron for getting the project completed.  He showed a video showing the work that was completed and explaining the reason for the need to resurface a portion of Lowry Drive.
