Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Jason Land to excuse Vice Mayor Hurst and Don Dohrman from the December 11, 2018, Council Meeting.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Vice Mayor Hurst and Don Dohrman.

Sarah Copp made a motion, seconded by Scott Fogle to adopt the November 13, 2018, Council Meeting and the November 27, 2018, Council Workshop Meeting Minutes.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Vice Mayor Hurst and Don Dohrman.  Minutes adopted.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

Ordinance CM-18-38
Ordinance CM-18-38 was read by title only by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS NECESSARY FOR THE VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS AND OFFICES OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF WEST MILTON, OHIO, FOR THE YEAR 2019.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Fogle to adopt Ordinance CM-18-38.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Vice Mayor Hurst and Don Dohrman.  Ordinance CM-18-38 adopted.

Manager Kline thanked the Municipal staff as well as Council for all their work on the 2019 Budget.  He stated the 2019 Budget is just a little over one percent (1%) more than the 2018 Budget. 
Resolution CM-18-40
Resolution CM-18-40 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE CURRENT CONTRACT WITH WASTE MANAGEMENT FOR THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF CO-MINGLED RECYCLING AND AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE SAID AMENDMENT.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Karen Grudich to adopt Resolution CM-18-40.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Vice Mayor Hurst and Don Dohrman.  Resolution CM-18-40 adopted.

Manager Kline stated there are changes to be made regarding recycling.  He stated it took years to get people to recycle.  Manager Kline stated China does not want recyclables from the United States right now.  He explained what the Municipality is facing regarding recycling and how recycling is changing.  Melinda Anwell of Waste Management gave each Councilmember a copy of an article that was printed in the Dayton Daily News on November 13, 2018, regarding recycling for their review.  The title of the article was Contamination Makes Recycling Money-Loser.  A lengthy discussion took place regarding the changes requested in the contract for Waste Management and the changes in how to recycle now.  Manager Kline explained how some items need to be cleaned out so they do not cause contamination within the recyclables.  He stated if contamination happens causing extra fees for recycling the cost gets passed on to the citizens.  Manager Kline stated information will be available to help educate citizens as to what they can and cannot do regarding recyclables.  He stated there is printed information on the Municipality’s website explaining the types of items that can and cannot be recycled.  Scott Fogle reminded Melinda Anwell that Waste Management is to provide stickers to be placed on the recyclable bins showing what can and cannot be recycled.  Ms. Anwell stated if anyone has questions regarding recycling they can go to the website recycleoftenrecycleright.com for information.  Manager Kline stated when it comes to recycling if you are in doubt just throw it out.
Emergency Ordinance CM-18-41
Emergency Ordinance CM-18-41 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE MUNICIPALITY OF WEST MILTON, OHIO, TO ENTER INTO A LOAN AGREEMENT WITH MINSTER BANK TO BORROW MONEY IN ORDER TO FINANCE THE PURCHASE OF 28 LOWRY DRIVE AND DECLAING AN EMERGENCY.  Sarah Copp made a motion, seconded by Scott Fogle to adopt Emergency Ordinance CM-18-41.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Vice Mayor Hurst and Don Dohrman.  Emergency Ordinance CM-18-41 adopted.

Manager Kline stated the Municipality was fortunate to be able to purchase 28 Lowry Drive.  He stated it gives the Municipality room to grow.  Manager Kline explained why they opted to take out a loan to finance the remaining balance on the property located at 28 Lowry Drive.  He also stated this needed to be done as an Emergency Ordinance due to there not being any other meetings schedule before the final payment was due to be made to the owners of 28 Lowry Drive.
Resolution CM-18-42
