COUNCIL WORKSHOP MEETING

January 22, 2019
Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Scott Fogle, Don Dohrman, and Karen Grudich.  Also present were:  Manager Kline and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  Copp and Hurst.
2019 BUDGET HARD COPY
Manager Kline gave each Councilmember a hard copy of the completed 2019 Budget for their review and files.
BOOSTER PUMP STATION DESIGN AGREEMENT
Manager Kline stated the engineering needs to be completed for the booster station for the Stillwater Crossing project.  He stated the cost would be a little over twenty-nine thousand ($29,000.00) dollars.  Manager Kline stated after the bonds are sold for the project the Municipality will be reimbursed for this cost.
UNSOLICITED MATERIAL DISTRIBUTION
Manager Kline gave each Councilmember a memo dated January 22, 2019, regarding Unsolicited Material Distribution for their review.  He stated newspaper type ads get thrown out of cars and vans and never make it to the property; then many of them lay in the street or curb area.  Manager Kline stated there have been several times when Mr. Herron’s crew have cleaned out catch basin areas and have flushed out dozens of these papers.  He stated when these papers are not distributed properly they are litter.  Manager Kline stated the City of Clayton and the City of Upper Arlington have recently dealt with this issue; he gave the Councilmembers a copy of their Ordinances to review.  He stated he will continue to research this issue and will discuss this item of business again at the February 26, 2019, Council Workshop Meeting. 
LIMITING NUMBER OF ANIMALS
Manager Kline gave each Councilmember a memo dated January 22, 2019, regarding limiting the number of animals per residence.  He stated the Municipality sometimes receives complaints regarding animals.  Manager Kline stated in most cases the issue can be resolved; but at times there remains an issue.  He stated typically it seems to be outside cats.  Manager Kline stated the City of Union’s Ordinance states no person shall keep three or more dogs or three or more cats older than three months of age within 150 feet of an inhabited dwelling house, other than the house of the owner or keeper of such dogs or cats.  Their Ordinance states whoever violates any provision of this section is guilty of a minor misdemeanor.  Manager Kline asked each Councilmember to think about whether they want to change West Milton’s Ordinance.  He stated he will research other cities to see how they hand this problem.  Manager Kline stated he will bring this item of business up again at a future workshop meeting.
GARBAGE CAN LOCATION
Manager Kline stated he has a sample Ordinance regarding the location of garbage cans but could not find it in time for the meeting.  He stated he will have it available for the February 26, 2019, Council Workshop Meeting for their review.  Ben Herron stated citizens put out large items for pickup usually many days before they are due to be picked up causing several issues.  
COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT CORPORATION – MEMBERSHIP
Manager Kline stated the Community Improvement Corporation (CAC) is supposed to have seven (7) members and at this time it is short a member.  He stated he would like to recommend the Branch Manager of Huntington Bank to be appointed to the CAC Board.  Manager Kline stated the CAC’s main function is to help with Economic Development.
COMMUNITY NEWSLETTER IDEA
Manager Kline showed Council a copy of the Miami County Parks Newsletter that is put out by Hayner Cultural Center.  He stated he would like to put out a newsletter similar to this one giving pertinent information to the citizens of West Milton.  Manager Kline stated VPP out of Versailles gives the best prices to do a newsletter and the price includes the postage to send out the newsletter.  He stated they do two thousand five hundred (2,500) copies for one thousand three hundred ($1,300.00) dollars.  Manager Kline stated he would like to keep the newsletter at four pages.  Discussion took place as to the kind of things that could be included in the newsletter.  It was suggested that some businesses or organizations might want to be listed as sponsors and would be willing the pay to help with the expense of doing the newsletter. 
WEST MILTON BUSINESS ORGANIZATION MEETING
Manager Kline stated there is not a Business Organization in West Milton.  He stated the Municipality would be hosting the business community on January 29, 2019, at 7:00 p.m.  Manager Kline stated his goal is not to tell the businesses what to do but to just get a conversation started to see if the business would want to start a Business Organization.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL
Mayor Miller stated last year the Milton-Union School Board started a committee to do overall strategic planning for the school district.  He stated the meetings start at 6:00 p.m. on Tuesdays.  Mayor Miller stated it is hard for him to attend that meeting and then get to the Council Meetings on time.  He asked if any member of Council would want to take over doing the meetings.  Scott Fogle stated he would help out.  The next meeting is set for Tuesday, February 19, 2019.  
Manager Kline stated he would like to have a West Milton – Stock event on Saturday, August 17, 2019, from 4:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.  He stated there would be four (4) bands that would be playing at different times and different types of music; gift basket drawings; an MC; food trucks; a beer and wine tent, etc.  Manager Kline gave information as to how he would like this event to go.  

Scott Fogle stated the Municipality needs to work with the businesses regarding some of the parking lots in West Milton.  He stated they have potholes and are uneven.  

Scott Fogle asked about the MetroNet project.  Manager Kline stated they got their franchise and they will be able to work in West Milton.  He stated he would like to tell them they will need to pay a 5% franchise fee.  Manager Kline stated he will be meeting with them tomorrow to discuss how this will all work.

Mayor Miller gave each Councilmember a copy of an Ordinance from the City of Springfield regarding Massage Service Establishments for their review.  He asked Councilmembers to review this information and then they can discuss it at a future Council Meeting Workshop.
