COUNCIL WORKSHOP MEETING

March 26, 2019
Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Sarah Copp, Scott Hurst, Scott Fogle, Don Dohrman, and Karen Grudich.  Also present were:  Ben Herron and Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  None.
UPDATES
Ben Herron stated the last valve has now been opened at the North Street and Main intersection.  He explained what had to be done to get the valves to work making the water flow better.
Ben Herron stated once the 2019 Paving Program is completed the grad for the plat will have been restored, safety for the commuters at the intersection of Stillwater/Market/Jay will be improved, as well as other much needed improvements will have been made.  He stated they want to put in barrier curb on Stillwater and Rockleigh Streets.

Mr. Herron stated the new Sewer Jet is now in service and is working very good.

Mr. Herron showed pictures of the repaired flood drains at the Service Garage.

Mr. Herron gave information regarding the refurbishment of a used trailer they will be using to haul the Mini-Excavator.  

Mr. Herron stated Miami County has issued a permit to allow for drainage work to be completed on Debron Road.  He explained how the drainage will help keep properties on Debron from flooding.
MASSAGE LEGISLATION
Detective Dingee from the Montgomery County Sheriff’s office showed a video and talked about some massage parlors being involved in human trafficking and prostitution.  Jason Land asked how having legislation forcing individuals, that work in these establishments, to be licensed keep them from doing something wrong.  Detective Dingee stated if you force them to be licensed in the state of Ohio and West Milton it will help keep them from coming into West Milton and setting up this type of establishment.  Mr. Land stated everyone should have the right to work and it would seem this would keep some individuals from being able to work.  It was discussed individuals working in these types of establishment would have to take seven hundred fifty (750) hours of training, follow the statues/codes/laws and rules, pay an application fee of one hundred fifty ($150.00) dollars, and a renewal fee of fifty ($50.00) dollars every two years.  Don Dohrman stated he thinks anything that can be done to deter these activities should be done.  Mayor Miller stated he thinks this is one way to take the criminals’ tools away from them.  Mr. Land stated what he objects to is licensing the individuals, not the licensing of the establishments.  Chief Busse gave information regarding massage parlors.  Scott Fogle asked if someone doing relaxation massages has to be licensed.  Mr. Land stated no.  Chief Busse stated Piqua and Troy are having problems with these types of establishments right now.  Mr. Dohrman stated he knows Mr. Land is looking to protect liberties and that he thinks Council can work this out where Mr. Land’s concerns can be addressed.  Mayor Miller stated he would have Manager Kline draft some language for massage parlor legislation for Council’s review.  
FREE HEALTH CLINIC DISCUSSION
Mayor Miller stated the new Director for Health Partners of Miami County is trying to do more in the community.  He stated he and the Director discussed having a free Health Clinic in West Milton.  Mayor Miller stated he would like to offer the building the Municipality recently purchased as an area that could be used for the free Health Clinic.  He stated the clinic could do blood pressure checks, etc.  Mayor Miller stated the new director is interested in doing the free Health Clinic in West Milton.  He stated he also has a friend who is Director of the Miami Dental Clinic that does the Travelling Smiles Program and that he would like to see them come to West Milton also.
HOMETOWN HERO DISCUSSION

Scott Fogle stated there will be a meeting on Tuesday, April 2, 2019, at 4:30 p.m. with Dr. Ritchie from the Milton-Union Schools to discuss doing a Milton Pride day where the school would hang the Hometown Hero banners so families could come and get a closer look at the banners and talk about their loved one.  Then after a week of being on display the banner could go home with the family.  Mr. Herron stated some of the Hometown Hero banners are getting in bad shape.  He stated the UV Coating only lasts about five (5) years.
COUNCIL LEGISLATION/ACTION NEXT MEETING
Mr. Herron stated the following legislation would be on the Agenda for the April 9, 2019, Council Meeting:

Resolution for a Truck Purchase

Mr. Herron stated this vehicle would be a Ford F Series and it is in the budget for 2019.  He stated the 2007 4x4 needs to be replaced and will be used now by the Wastewater Plant staff.  Mr. Herron stated the 2002 vehicle will be a reserve vehicle.  He stated the cost of the new truck would be thirty-five thousand one hundred eighty ($35,180.00) dollars and is being purchased from Middletown Ford.
COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS 
There were no comments from citizens at this time.
COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL
Karen Grudich stated she has been asked if a Pickleball Court could be placed near where the tennis courts are located.  She stated a lot of West Milton residents go to the “Y” to play Pickleball.

Sarah Copp asked if there is something that can be done to keep residents from having excessive junk on their porches.
