RAYMOND GIRARD – MIAMI VALLEY YOUNG MARINES

Resolution CM-19-04
Resolution CM-19-04 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh, 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF A VEHICLE FOR THE WEST MILTON PUBLIC WORKS DIVISION.  Jason Land made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Resolution CM-19-04.  After a roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously.  Abstain:  None.  Absent:  Dohrman.  Resolution CM-19-04 adopted.

MUNICIPAL MANAGER
a) Appointment to Tax Incentive Review Board -

Manager Kline stated the Tax Incentive Review Board has not existed since 2009.  He stated because the Stillwater Crossings Development will include abatements the Board needs to be resurrected.  Manager Kline stated the Tax Incentive Review Board meets annually.  He stated the Board consists of the Mayor, the Municipal Manager, a County Auditor Representative, and a citizen.

c) Rotary Avenue of Flags –

Manager Kline stated the West Milton Rotary Club is sponsoring a patriotic community service program called “Avenue of Flags.”  He stated this is a fundraiser that will help support the many activities Rotary provides with all funds going back into the community.  The Avenue of Flags Program is a subscription to celebrate National Holidays with streets lined with American Flags.  The West Milton Rotary Club will place a 3x5 American Flag on a 10-foot pole in your yard or place of business for the five National Holidays:  Memorial Day, Flag Day, 4th of July, Labor Day, and Veteran’s Day.  They will deliver the flag for display, retrieve, and store it safely until the next holiday.  Manager Kline stated the cost is forty ($40.00) dollars for a year.  He stated the Rotary Cub takes care of the flags.  
d) Farmers’ Market – 

Karen Grudich stated if there is a Farmers’ Market this year it will be on Saturdays and it will need to be for produce rather than just craft vendors.  She asked if any produce vendors are interested in being a part of the Farmers’ Market to either contact her or the Municipality.  Sarah Copp asked if someone signs up to be a part of the Farmers’ Market and then there ends up not being a Farmers’ Market will they get their money back.  Manager Kline stated yes.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL 
Scott Fogle asked Manager Kline to give an update on the Stillwater Crossing Development.  Manager Kline stated the term sheet is almost finished.  He stated the bond buyers are in pocket.  Manager Kline gave information as to other items that need to take place.  He stated the Housing Review Board needs to meet two (2) times in May to get organized.  Manager Kline stated when the Planning Board approved a development plan it was for PD1 and PD2.  He stated one is for residents and one is for businesses.  Manager Kline stated this will be taken back to the Planning Board for a minor change in the plan.
Manager Kline stated he, Scott Fogle, and Don Dohrman met with Milton-Union Schools Superintendent Richey, Athletic Director Lane, and Business Manager Baisden to discuss the retired Hometown Hero Banners.  He stated the idea is to hang the Hometown Hero Banners on poles on the west end of the stadium end zone near the dedicated Memorial for the World War One and Two local veterans who lost their lives during the war.  If this idea is approved the Hometown Hero Banners would hang from August until Veteran’s Day, at which time a small ceremony would be held to thank the relatives for their Vet’s service and to allow everyone to share in their loved ones banner.  Manager Kline stated Nancy Studebaker of Hoffman Church will be honoring all union township veterans on November 9, 2019, at 2:00 p.m.

Sarah Copp stated the Flower Committee will be planting flowers the first week of May.  She stated they need volunteers to help out.

Sarah Copp stated she has been on Council for four years and one issue she has worked on is West Milton’s overall appeal.  She stated Lacy Reed has been employed as an Enforcement Officer; but more improvements are needed.  Mrs. Copp asked the citizens to help clean up West Milton and take pride in their homes.  She stated some individuals are using their porches as storage areas.  Mrs. Copp stated everyone needs to do something to make the community look nice.  Mayor Miller reminded the citizens how last year a lot of them power washed their homes.

Tony Hughes stated he is the President of the Veterans Memorial Organization.
