COUNCIL WORKSHOP MEETING

April 23, 2019
Mayor Miller called the meeting to order.

Present were:  Mayor Miller; Councilmembers:  Jason Land, Sarah Copp, Scott Hurst, Scott Fogle, Don Dohrman, and Karen Grudich.  Also present:  Clerk Cantrell.  Absent:  None.
MASSAGE LEGISLATION
Manager Kline gave each Councilmember a copy of proposed legislation regarding Massage Parlors for their review.  He stated the items in red were either added or changed and asked that Councilmembers review the document and discuss any changes that may be necessary at a future workshop meeting.  Manager Kline stated it is in the proposed legislation that if an applicant has been denied a permit to operate a massage service establishment or provide massage services the applicant would have the right to appeal to the Board of Adjustment then it would come to Council.  He stated that is the procedure used for any other establishment that has been denied a permit to operate a business.  Manager Kline stated the Board of Adjustment is made up of the following individuals:  Ben Herron, Don Jay, Bob Ginsburg, Tony Hughes, and there is one open position.  Don Dohrman stated he thinks they need to make sure they are not crossing over on other Ordinances that might cause a problem.  Manager Kline stated to his knowledge there are not any massage parlors in West Milton.  It was the consensus of Council to review the proposed legislation and discuss it at a future Council Workshop Meeting.
UNSOLICITED MATERIAL DELIVERY
Manager Kline gave each Councilmember a copy of a proposed Ordinance Enacting a New Chapter 723 to the West Milton Codified Ordinances Entitled, “Unsolicited Written Materials” for their review.  He stated this Ordinance would require unsolicited written materials to be placed:
· On a porch, if one exists, nearest the front door; or

· So that such materials are securely attached to the front door; or

· Through a mail slot on the front door or principal structure, if one exists, as permitted by the United States Postal Service Domestic Main Manual, Section 508 Recipient Services, Subsection 3.1.2; or

· Between the exterior front door, if one exists and is unlocked, and the interior front door, or

· Where permitted, in a distribution box located on or adjacent to the premises; or

· Securely attached to a hook or within some other receptacle used for the delivery of non-US Mail packages or materials, attached to the mailbox post for the premises, if it exists; or

· Personally to the owner, occupant, and/or lessee of the premises.

Manager Kline will have the Ordinance ready for the first reading at the May 14, 2019, Council Meeting.  He stated Council would still be able to discuss any changes, if needed, at the May 28, 2019, Council Workshop Meeting.  It was the consensus of Council to present this legislation at the May 14, 2019, Council Meeting.

TROY WATER SERVICE
Manager Kline asked Council if they had thought about the possibility of the City of Troy taking over West Milton’s water system.  He stated the Municipality does a lot of handholding for the citizens regarding different items to do with the water system.  Manager Kline stated if the Municipality’s water system is taken over by the City of Troy all that would go away.  He stated the Municipality would become a number with Troy.  Manager Kline stated when he took the position of Municipal Manager he was charged with working on finding a way to keep the water from being so expensive.  He stated the studies have shown that without raising rates no improvements can be done such as new water mains and water lines.   Manager Kline stated it would cost approximately one hundred eighty thousand ($180,000.00) dollars a year to replace new water mains and water lines.  He stated he believes the City of Troy will raise the rates by 2023.  Manager Kline stated it would be more costly for the Municipality of West Milton to try to maintain the water system on its own.  Mayor Miller asked what kind of impact would there by on new development if the City of Troy took the water system over.  Manager Kline stated the new development would have to pay for the water lines.  A lengthy discussion took place.  Manager Kline stated he would start the process of negotiating with the City of Troy to see how Council may want to go. 
UPDATES
a) Concert – 
Manager Kline stated the Concert Committee will be meeting tomorrow night.  He stated Jeff Madewell is all pumped about having a concert.  The concert has been set.  Manager Kline stated so far there are three major sponsors:  the Municipality of West Milton, Stillwater Crossing Developer, and DP&L.  He stated David Allen’s company is donating five hundred ($500.00) dollars.  Manager Kline stated the O’Reilly Auto Parts Manager is going to donate five hundred ($500.00) dollars to the fall fling; and he will be approaching two other businesses to see if they will donate to the concert.

b) Stillwater Crossing Development – 
Manager Kline stated Brickner and Associates is doing the Resolution to approve the property lines for the lots at the Stillwater Crossing Development to be changed.  He stated they may have the legislation ready for the May 14, 2019, Council Meeting; if not, a special meeting may have to be held at the May 28, 2019, Council Workshop Meeting.  Manager Kline stated Brumbaugh Engineering is doing the survey work for the Municipality for widening the road and putting in the bend.  

c) Hometown Hero Banners – 
Scott Fogle stated the Milton-Union High School is looking at putting up eight (8) flag poles by the end zone.  He stated four (4) poles would be put on each side of the three (3) existing poles.  Mr. Fogle stated the Hometown Hero Banners would be put on these poles during the football season.  He stated Nancy of the Hoffman United Methodist Church is having a Veterans Memorial Program on November 9, 2019, from 2:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Mr. Fogle stated there will be Hometown Hero Banners hung in the multi-purpose room at the Church.  He stated Nancy will be inviting families of the retired banners to attend the program.  Mr. Fogle stated approximately forty-five (45) banners needs to be retired.

Sarah Copp stated the Spring Open House will be held next weekend.  She stated there will be food trucks on Thursday, Friday, and Saturday.  Mrs. Copp stated about eighty percent (80%) of the individuals that come into her store are from out of town.  She asked if the Municipality could get grants for renovations of buildings.  Manager Kline stated there is a revolving loan fund and the Municipality would have to put money up front with the understanding that the money might not be paid back.
Scott Fogle stated he has spoken to Miranda Fox about serving on the Zoning Board and Les Trita about serving on either the Park Board or Board of Adjustment.
Karen Grudich stated the Community Service Day in West Milton will be April 30, 2019.  She stated Milton-Union High School students would be working.

Manager Kline stated Senior Days in West Milton would be May 9 and 10, 2019.
