Scott Fogle made a motion, seconded by Scott Hurst to adopt Ordinance CM-19-09. Manager Kline stated Massage Services will need to be licensed by the State of Ohio.
Resolution CM-19-10
Resolution CM-19-10 was introduced by Council and read by Law Director Brosh,

Manager Kline stated the Municipality is working to make the intersection at Jay, Market, and Stillwater Streets safer.  He stated in order to do so a small piece of property needed to be purchased in order to do the improvements.  Manager Kline explained what is being done to improve the intersection.

Resolution CM-19-11

Manager Kline stated when the TIF was created for the Stillwater Crossings Development two (2) years ago it required members to be appointed to the New Community Authority Board.  He explained how this Board works and stated new members needed to be appointed to the Board.  Manager Kline stated it is now time for the Board to meet.  He stated the Municipality appoints four (4) members to this Board and the developer appoints three (3) members.
